This is a summary of how our school delivers music education to all our pupils across three areas – curriculum music, co-curricular provision and musical experiences – and what changes we are planning in future years. This information is to help pupils and parents or carers understand what our school offers and who we work with to support our pupils’ music education. 
[bookmark: _Toc357771640][bookmark: _Toc346793418]Part A: Curriculum music
This is about what we teach in lesson time, how much time is spent teaching music and any music qualifications or awards that pupils can achieve.
	We deliver Music to all pupils on a weekly basis. Each lesson lasts for approximately 45 minutes. As a school, we follow the Kapow music scheme which ensures that all pupils learn a wide variety of music knowledge and skills as they progress throughout EYFS and Key Stage 1.
As well as the weekly music lesson, children participate in weekly 15 minute singing sessions. Pupils in EYFS learn to recite songs and poems from memory, whilst all children in Key Stage 1 attend a weekly sing and sign lesson in our hall. As we teach the children new songs we incorporate Makaton signs to support retention.
During the summer term, our EYFS children also attend singing sessions in our hall to ease transition into Year 1. 


[bookmark: _Toc443397160]Part B: Co-curricular music
This is about opportunities for pupils to sing and play music, outside of lesson time, including choirs, ensembles and bands, and how pupils can make progress in music beyond the core curriculum.
	Our Music leader offers Recorder club which is available for pupils in Key Stage 1. Recorder Club occurs on a weekly basis and children learn key skills in order to learn short simple melodies. At the end of each term, children are invited to perform to the school and to their families in our recorder showcase. Children have also visited community groups to play for them.
As part of our lunch time play, we provide instruments for children to play on. We also provide adult led action songs and dance sessions on the playground so children can sing, dance and express themselves.





Part C: Musical experiences
This is about all the other musical events and opportunities that we organise, such as singing in assembly, concerts and shows, and trips to professional concerts.
	We have formed links with a local performing arts company who have been in to provide our school with an outstanding singing and acting performance and workshops for our EYFS pupils. Children and staff were really inspired by their performance and we have invited them in to do further workshops this year. 
All classes lead an annual class assembly for parents and carers where they have the opportunity to speak, act, share their learning and sing.
EYFS pupils perform the Nativity at Christmas, this includes acting and singing a variety of modern and traditional Christmas songs/carols.
Year 2 children perform a play at the end of Key Stage 1 which involves learning scripts, singing, acting and performing in front of families and the wider community.
Each year we invite a pantomime into school for children to watch and participate in. This occurs shortly before the Christmas holidays and is enjoyed by all!


In the future
This is about what the school is planning for subsequent years.
	We are keen to develop our Music offer further by encouraging our pupils to learn a musical instrument. Therefore we are reaching out to peripatetic music teachers who are able to offer music lessons for a variety of instruments during this academic year.
We will provide a Choir club as part of our Music development plan this year. This will be a club where children can learn to sing and perform a wide variety of songs. We will also visit the local community to sing at key times during the academic year.
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
